BOS GCH Kana Haus Wayne It’s Our Game #73 – single male in the breed. He was correct size with a short and strong back. Well proportioned head. Good coat texture. Not as much bone as the BOB.

 BOB   CH Fehmarn Deryn Moel #378 – I placed this Specials bitch because I liked her size and condition. She looked and felt wiry and agile. She had an ‘otter’ head, close fitting and wiry coat and large correctly placed teeth.  Her eyes were dark and expressive and I had no doubt she was not afraid to go down any burrow and win the fight.  Her body was deep but not wide and easily spanned.  Nothing was exaggerated in her structure but she looked very capable of continued endurance as she hunted her quarry. She moved with a straight and easy stride.
BOS # 66 - A  male special who also excelled in type. He was strongly built, with strong head. He carried a good jacket that was wiry and close fitting.

Best Puppy #158 -  Jr puppy bitch competing from the Specials class. She was balanced in proportions with a correct coat. Well proportioned head and eyes full of fire!

He was in ideal condition with a strong active body and pleasing head proportions. Good strong teeth in a strong but not long muzzle, correctly shaped dark eye  and well placed ears gave me an expression of alertness I like to see.

This young male puppy showed all the qualities of his breed. He was well proportioned and balanced with a well groomed wiry jacket. I liked her front with a well let down chest between her forelegs. Certainly a well put together package.

BOS  Sno Pond’s Fancy Clancy # 1388  I placed this open dog over Specials because of his bone and front quarters. He had straight forelegs with elbows close to body and a deep chest that was well let down.  I liked his balance and proportions .

A singleton in the breed and represented  a sturdily built rectangular terrier. She was balanced and well proportioned. Pleasing head that balanced her body. Ears were well placed and strong large teeth filled and powerful jaw. Correct coat texture and sound movement made her very competitive with other terrier breeds.

 This senior puppy bitch was a singleton in the breed. She presented as a moderate sized well balanced and compact puppy. Her coat was soft and without any crispiness but this is to be expected for a puppy.  Colour was good. She had a well balanced head with good placement of ears.  Carried her tail well when she moved.

BOB  Absolute Dark Chocolate Caramel and C Salt  # 1188
 This brindle Bred By Exhibitor male was moderate in size and weight. He carried a well proportioned head on a short muscular neck.  He had a broad skull, shorter muzzle with good cheek muscles and strong teeth. Ears were well placed and not large. When moving he carried his tail moderately low. I would have preferred to see the old fashioned pump handle carriage but with females around perhaps it was just too much to be sedate!

Clandara’s Maybe Baby # 1376

 This singleton senior puppy bitch was all the personality I would expect in this breed. Size and weight were appropriate for her age. Still lots of growing to do but she has the prerequisites to grow into a well balanced staffy.  
 Thank you for inviting me to judge this Specialty. I have concentrated on the qualities I saw in the individual breeds. Were there faults?  Definitely I noted a few in some breeds.  Missing teeth and dirty teeth were observed.  While many standards only identify type of bite, I do think we need to be aware that I good terrier will do a better job with a full set of big teeth!

Length of upper arms is a problem in many breeds throughout the groups.  As breeders we do need to watch our breeding programmes and try not to make this a permanent trait.
 I have been fortunate to judge terriers in many countries and in general I was very pleased with the quality of this entry. Each breed had those individual characteristics that are so necessary to ensure we are good stewards of future breeding stock.
